	The FTSE/JSE Advisory Committee met on 11 June 2003 and approved the following changes to the Ground Rules of the FTSE/JSE Africa Index Series, effective immediately: 

New text is presented in italics, text to be deleted is in bold in brackets. 

1.3.6 Secondary Markets 
The South African Market has (two) three separate secondary markets:- Development Capital, and Venture Capital and the Alternative Exchange. Indices will be calculated for these (two) secondary markets. 

(4.5.14 FTSE/JSE Secondary Market Indices 
4.5.14.1 FTSE/JSE Development Capital Market 
The FTSE/JSE Development Capital Market Index consists of all companies that belong to the Development Capital Market. These companies cannot belong to any other FTSE/JSE index. 
4.5.14.2 FTSE/JSE Venture Capital Market The FTSE/JSE Venture Capital Market Index consists of all companies that belong to the Venture Capital Market. These companies cannot belong to any other FTSE/JSE index.)

4.5.14 FTSE/JSE Secondary Market Indices 
4.5.14.1 Alternative Exchange (AltX) The Alternative Exchange consists of all eligible companies with classes of ordinary shares on the Alternative Exchange. These companies cannot belong to any other FTSE/JSE Index and are adjusted for free float but not assessed for liquidity. New entrants will join the index as part of the Quarterly Review process. 
4.5.14.2 FTSE/JSE Development Capital Market The FTSE/JSE Development Capital Market Index consists of all companies that belong to the Development Capital Market. These companies cannot belong to any other FTSE/JSE index. 
4.5.14.3 FTSE/JSE Venture Capital Market The FTSE/JSE Venture Capital Market Index consists of all companies that belong to the Venture Capital Market. These companies cannot belong to any other FTSE/JSE index.
