The JSE is aware that there are a number of users still running the following operating systems, with effect from 27 September 2004 we will discontinue support for these:

· Windows 95

· Windows 98

· Windows NT
Please note that an upgrade of the PC Operating System may require a newer version of the Novell Client. This can be downloaded from www.novell.com. The latest version supporting both Windows 2000 and XP Professional is v4.9.

Please bear in mind that Project Orion includes the transformation of the JSE Derivatives markets to new technology.  We are currently in the design phase of this project. The expected future minimum PC specifications for the JSE Derivatives ATS front-end is: 

· Windows XP Professional

· Pentium 4 processor
· 512MB RAM
