Release C Derivatives Trading System – Compulsory API Conformance
JSE Derivatives Software Vendors, Members, Clearing Members and Information Subscribers, who will be developing applications which interface to the new (Release C) Derivatives Trading System API, are advised that their API applications will need to pass conformance tests, as set out in this document, before any access will be granted to the trading platform. Trading and Clearing participants, whose API applications have not passed the necessary conformance, will need to make use of the JSE provided software in order to be able to participate in the market. The JSE provided software will be conformed on behalf of these users by the JSE.

Conformance Testing Principles

1. Conformance is granted for a specific version of the User’s API Solution and a specific version of the Derivatives Trading System API.  If the Trading System API changes the JSE will use its discretion in determining whether User API Solutions will need to be re-conformed in totality, partially or not at all.

2. API solutions only need to be conformed once and not by each user of the application.
3. The JSE provided software for Trading, Clearing and AutoQuoting will be conformed by the JSE on behalf of users.
4. Users will be required to follow and pass the tests applicable to their software.  These tests will be agreed on when the slot is booked.  If an API user wishes to exclude a test that is regarded mandatory for the functionality group that it is in, a valid reason must be given for the requested exclusion.
5. Software that will be used on both the Agricultural and Equity Derivatives markets must pass the conformance tests for both markets.  This can be done during the same conformance slot by logging into and performing the relevant tests on each market, or it can be done in separate slots.

6. A conformance pass is issued when all the tests applicable to the User’s API Solution are passed.  In certain cases the JSE may use its discretion and award an overall conformance pass even if not every individual test was passed.  This will be handled on a case by case basis and take into account the particular tests that were failed and the associated implications.

7. Passing conformance is a requirement for participation in the second and subsequent Dress Rehearsals.
Prerequisites to Enter Conformance Testing

1. Network connectivity must be in place and tested.

2. Application must be configured specifically for the conformance test environment and ready to trade or listen to public data.
3. Must have logged into the conformance test environment at least once using the same company and user code combination/s which will be used for the conformance testing.

4. Users must have identified, and communicated to the JSE, the reference data (e.g. particular contracts) in the conformance test environment on which they intend to perform the tests relevant to their software. 

Conformance Process

1. Conformance slots will be available daily from 13 Aug 2007.  Please ensure you book enough conformance slots before the Dress Rehearsals.

2. Conformance testing will occur on the External Test Environment.  Please note the external test environment is already available for users to test their API solutions.

3. Conformance slots may be booked in accordance with the booking rules detailed in the section below.

4. Users will follow the conformance test scripts applicable to their software.  These will be agreed when the slot is booked.

5. The JSE will monitor the Conformance tests and issue a pass or fail once the test results and logs have been analysed and assessed (refer to Test Principle 6).
