The additional delivery points have all stored product during the past season and Silo Owners have acknowledged they meet the JSE requirements. 
The four additional silos requested by Afgri stored collectively just less than 6500 tons this past season, meet all the individual silo requirements as per Appendix D except they are not situated next to an operational rail siding. Since to our knowledge no Soya is moved via rail the JSE proposes amending point 1 of Appendix D specifically for Soya to read as follows:
1. General

The silo must be situated at an operational rail siding for all products traded on the Agricultural Products Division except soybeans where road only access will be accepted. The silo must have the necessary mechanical equipment in working order for the effective and expeditious inloading, storage and outloading of a minimum of 10,000 metric tons of grain in bulk.

No locations differentials will be considered for the next marketing season and should all the above silos be acceptable this will mean the SOYA contract will have 60 delivery points at the same basis price should product be delivered in completion of a futures contract.
