Rail availability no longer possible at Vrede and Ascent Silos  

VKB have confirmed that the rail line servicing Vrede and Ascent silos is no longer available. Spoornet is assessing whether the necessary repairs will be undertaken. One of the JSE requirements to be a registered delivery point for maize and wheat, is that the silo must be situated next to an operational rail siding (Appendix D of the contract specifications). 

To ensure continuity in terms of the delivery points, the JSE together with VKB, will leave the two silos as registered delivery points however will adjust the location differential to reflect current road only transport rates to Randfontein. This rate will be applicable either until the end of the marketing season for the two products or such time that the rail line is repaired. Should the rail service continue not be available at the start of the next marketing season the two silos will be deregistered.
The adjusted location differential for both maize and wheat will be as follows:

Ascent  – R175/t
Vrede   – R179/t
The above rates will be applicable to all physical deliveries tendered at the two points as from today.
